Kids act as Medical Detectives, using clues such as posters, dissection organs, prepared microscope slides and other diagnostic tools to solve mystery diseases. This series will allow students to learn about health problems encountered in the United States, both in the past as well as in the present. Each workshop will include time allotted to kids to work as teams of detectives solving the medical mystery, followed by a discussion of kid's findings. The workshop will introduce kids to different tools and resources used by doctors and medical researchers, and serves as an excellent follow-up to the Human Body Exploration series. Kids are awarded the Schmahl M.Det. certificate on completion of the workshop.
